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Working Towards Moving Up a Reading Level

Ways that parents can help support their child’s reading:
· Say a word slowly to hear and identify the first sound and connect to a letter

· Recognize a few high frequency words 

· Recognize a few CVC words (consonant, vowel, consonant) 

· Make noticings about high frequency words
· Reread the sentence to problem solve, self-correct, or confirm

· Match one spoken word with one printed word

· Search for information in the print

· Remember what the book is about during and after reading

· Read at a steady rate slow enough to match voice to print

· Use end punctuation
· Make predictions based on personal experiences, information in the pictures, and story itself

· Make connections across texts and with self

· Talk about what reader knows and information learned

· Discuss characters’ feelings

· Understand how the ideas in a book are related to each other or the title

· Share opinions about the illustrations and text
