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Working Towards Moving Up a Reading Level

Ways that parents can help support their child’s reading:
· Recognize a large number of regular words and easy high frequency words
· Say words slowly to identify first sound, connect to letter, and locate the word in a text
· Take apart words by using the sounds of individual letters in words with CVC patterns (Consonant Vowel Consonant)
· Make connections between words by letters, sounds, or spelling patterns
· Reread the sentence to problem solve, self-correct, or confirm

· Self-monitor and self-correct using initial letters and connections to sounds, language structure, meaning in text and pictures, and known words

· Process texts with simple dialogue and some pronouns
· Use text meaning and language structure to solve new words

· Remember information to help in understanding the end of a story

· Recall and retell the important information in or events from the text

· Identify and read some phrases as word groups

· Reflect punctuation through appropriate pausing and intonation

· Anticipate and use language patterns but do not depend on them

· Make predictions based on personal experiences, information in the pictures, and story itself

· Make connections between texts that are alike in some way
· Talk about what reader knows, and acquire and report new information
· Infer and talk about characters’ feelings, motives, and attributes

· Show evidence in the print or pictures to support inference

· Understand that a story has a beginning, a series of events, and an end
· Understand and discuss how writers use interesting characters and situations

· Share opinions about the illustrations and text
