Working Towards Moving Up a Reading Level
Ways that parents can help support their child’s reading:
· Recognize most words quickly
· Remove the ending from base words to solve new words
· Use word parts to effectively take words apart while reading for meaning

· Use meaning, language structure, and visual information to solve words
· Reread a phrase to problem solve, self-correct, or confirm

· Reread to search for and use information or confirm reading

· Use organizational features  and tools (titles, headings, table of contents)

· Search for specific facts in informational texts

· Process texts with simple dialogue and some pronouns
· Notice a series of events in order to link them

· Remember information to help in understanding the end of a story

· Demonstrate phrased, fluent oral reading
· Reflect punctuation through appropriate pausing and intonation
· Have expectations for reading realistic fiction, simple animal fantasy, traditional tales, and informational books
· Make predictions based on personal experiences, knowledge, information gained, characters, and type of story
· Make connections between texts and personal experiences, and other texts
· Recognize and apply attributes of recurring characters

· Discuss prior knowledge before reading and identify new information in text or pictures
· Infer characters’ feelings, motives, and attributes and causes of them
· Show empathy for characters

· Infer causes and effects 

· Recognize whether a text is fiction or nonfiction; realistic fiction or fantasy

· Discuss how print layout or features are used to reflect meaning

· Identify chronological sequence

· Understand that a story has a beginning, a series of events, and an end
· Share opinions about the text as a whole (beginning, characters, end)
· Express opinions about the information in the text, and make judgments about characters or events
