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Working Towards Moving Up a Reading Level
Ways that parents can help support their child’s reading:
· Use known words and word parts to solve unknown words
· Connect words that mean the same or almost the same to derive meaning from the text

· Demonstrate knowledge of flexible ways to solve words (taking it apart, use meaning, etc…)

· Use context and pictures to derive the meaning of unfamiliar vocabulary

· Use meaning, language structure, and visual information to solve words
· Reread a phrase to problem solve, self-correct, or confirm when needed
· Use simple graphics, labeled pictures, that add information to the text
· Process texts with some split dialogue

· Remember information to help in understanding the end of a story

· Demonstrate understanding of sequence when summarizing a text

· Identify and understand a set of related ideas in a text

· Demonstrate phrased, fluent oral reading and awareness of the function of punctuation
· Demonstrate appropriate stress on words to reflect meaning

· Have expectations for reading realistic fiction, simple animal fantasy, traditional tales, and informational books
· Make & support predictions based on personal experiences, knowledge, information gained, characters, & type of story
· Bring knowledge from personal experiences to the interpretation of characters and events, and to the understanding of a text before, during, and after reading

· Make connections between texts and personal experiences, and other texts
· Recognize and apply attributes of recurring characters

· Demonstrate learning new content from reading
· Show empathy for characters and infer their feelings and motives and causes of them
· Infer causes and effects ; Justify inferences with evidence from the text

· Discuss characteristics of genre; what writer has done to make text surprising, funny, or interesting
· Understand when a writer has used description or compare or contrast

· Notice writer’s use of specific words to convey meaning
· Identify point in story when problem is resolved
· Share opinions about the text (beginning, characters, end); Agree/disagree about characters or events
· Express opinions about the quality of the text/illustrations, and make judgments about characters or events
